Additonal notes to the syllabus and class expectations:

About homework and class assignments:

Homework, class agendas, and other assignments are always posted on the online class calendar.  Go to www.ogimachi.net, then click on the Spanish Classes link to get there.  You can also email Sra. Ogimachi at togimachi@sccs.net with any specific questions.

When we review and correct assignments in class, you are expected to make corrections in a different colored pen, then file the assignment in a part of your notebook to be evaluated later.

What if I’m absent?

If you’re absent, you can check the online calendar to see what you’ve missed.  Also, you have a fólder that acts as a “inbox” if you are absent. I put all relevant handouts and make-up work in your fólder when you’re absent.  Your folder is kept in a crate at the front of the room.  Look for the crate for your class period, and the folders are organized alphabetically by last name.  If you’re really sick, you can send someone to gather the handouts out of your folder.

Class notebook:

You are expected to keep a class notebook that includes a place for all class handouts, notes, assignments, and corrected homework.  This notebook may be checked and evaluated periodically to help you stay organized.  The grade for this will fit in the “class participation/preparation” category.  See me if you need help with supplies for this.

Class participation:
